Valencia one of Spain’s most popular tourist destinations. It
also attracts visitors for its climate, considered subtropical. It
has a semi-arid climate with very mild winters and long warm
summers.

The 15th century was a time of economic expansion, known as
the Valencian Golden Age, in which culture and the arts
flourished. At the end of the century the Silk Exchange building
(a UNESCO World Heritage Site) was erected as the city
became a commercial emporium that attracted merchants from
all over Europe. Valencia was one of the most influential cities
on the Mediterranean in the 15th and 16th centuries.
Valencia’s port is the biggest on the Mediterranean western
coast. The city has hosted the America’s Cup and the
European Grand Prix of auto racing, an international tennis
tournament and a champion tour of equestrian sports.
Consequently, visitors and tourists from all around the world
flock more and more numerous in all periods of the year and
discover a thriving city, a cultural and historical richness, an
atmosphere of calm and joy, peculiar to the Valencia region, a
particularly mild and pleasant Mediterranean climate and a
natural tendency to party.
